previously founded and ran Americom,
the branding and licensing company
which now forms part of the Avusa
group.

Last year, 02H won a contract from
the City of Johannesburg to help clean
up the Bruma Lake water course, which
was designated a bacteriological hotspot
in city-wide tests. The result was a dra-
matic reduction in bacteriological con-
tamination, says Raphael-Katz.

At the Earth Summit in Johannesburg
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manufacturing and distribution. Five
years from now, we expect to have a
wider range of chlorine-free products
servicing many more markets than is
currently the case,” says 02H’s MD
Stephen Spenceley.

One such product about to hit the
market is a powdered sachet for pu-
rifying water, which has vast applications
throughout Africa, particularly in areas
where drinking water has been contam-
inated.

Krause-Neufeldt received some fund-
ing from government agencies to kick-
start the business, but needed more cap-
ital to take the business to the next level.
She connected up with the WPEF, which
acquired 25% of the company last year.

This year, the company expects to
achieve turnover of about R20m, 10
times the previous year’s figure. Last
year, the company won a Top Technology
100 award for Excellence in the Man-
agement of Technology. H
